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Lush rolling farmland, rugged seacoasts and Clyde coast islands
characterise the south of Scotland. The area comprises the Scottish
Borders, a land of ancient abbeys, castles and historic houses plus 
the splendid forests and wild moors of Dumfries & Galloway
contrasting against the rich pastures of Ayrshire, with the steep
mountainous profile of the Isle of Arran as a backdrop. It is a land 
of literary connections with both Robert Burns and Sir Walter Scott
having lived here. It is a very special place and the gateway to the
real Scotland.
